NEW HOLLAND CELEBRATES 700,000TH SQUARE BALER 
MILESTONE 
The recent unveiling of the 700,000th square baler made at the New 
Holland, Pennsylvania USA plant was accompanied by a celebration to 
commemorate the continuing success of one of the most significant  
labor-saving inventions in the mechanisation of world  
agriculture. Also recognised and celebrated during the event were     
recent upgrades made at the facility to strengthen its worldwide      
standing as the centre of hay tools excellence. The first successful   
automatic self-tie square baler, the machine that revolutionised         
haymaking, was invented by Ed Nolt, a farmer from New Holland, Pa., 
more than 70 years ago. It soon brought worldwide attention to New 
Holland Agriculture as the premier manufacturer of haying equipment. 
Today, the New Holland facility in Pennsylvania is the largest of its 
kind in the world, with balers and other hay tool equipment shipped from New Holland to countries around the world. The most re-
cent facility enhancements came in the form of a $US34    million upgrade project including a plant expansion and renovation with 
two new, state-of-the-art paint systems. In addition to square balers, the New Holland manufacturing facility produces round balers, 
pull-type forage harvesters and other haying       equipment.  
 

The 700,000th square baler made at New Holland was unveiled and presented to farmer Ken Myer of Elizabethtown,  
located in the heart of Lancaster County, Pa. Ken has purchased over 20 New Holland square balers in the past two decades,  
upgrading his baler for a new model every year. 
 

The 700,000th New Holland square baler, a Model BC5070, is one of the new generation square balers New Holland 
Australia has introduced for 2009. The commemorative unit features unique decaling designed to represent the era when New     
Holland introduced the first automatic self-tie baler, launching its reputation as an innovator and leader in hay harvesting            
technology. 

BEFORE BALING BEGINS ENSURE A SMOOTH SEASON AHEAD 
It’s hard to predict when the weather might cooperate for the haymaking season ahead.  But by following our simple maintenance 
tips pre-season, the one thing you can predict is that your baler is ready to go when the weather gives you clearance. 
 

Over the storage months, moisture can creep in and affect the integrity and the operation of the baler.  The steps involved in a    
pre-maintenance check vary depending on whether the baler is a round or square model.  However, New Holland 
recommends that all balers should be operated for a minimum of ten minutes, with the tractor running at half throttle, after 
an extended storage period.  Following the test run, the engine should be shut off and adjustments should be made to any 
moving parts experiencing interference. 

SQUARE BALERS 
 

♦ Check the pick up, to match crop and 
           ground conditions. 
♦ Grease the central lubrication system and 
           check grease level on the balers with 
           automatic central lubrication systems. 
♦ Check the chain alignment and tension, 

and lubricate chains as needed. 
♦ Check condition of pickup, twine finger 
           and plunger bearings. 
♦ Inspect the knotter area to ensure  
           components turn freely. 
♦ Ensure all twine routing is free and  
           tensioners are adjusted. 

Call one of our Hay Technicians to carry out your preseason service. 

ROUND BALERS 
 

♦ Replace the lacing cables and visually inspect all hydraulic connections. 
♦ Run the baler to ensure the belts track properly and check  
           indicators for proper operation including tailgate latch, bale size and    
           hydraulic pressure. 
♦ Check the grease/oil operation of the central lubrication system. 
♦ Check all drive trains and periodically check the wheel bolts. 
♦ Check operation and adjustments of net/twine mechanisms.
