PUMP 
Silvan self-priming oil-backed diaphragm type with nitrile                  
diaphragms and corrosion resistant cast anodised aluminium body. 
BP60/20: 58 L/min. capacity 2000kPa pressure 
BP75/15: 71 L/min. capacity 1500kPa pressure 
 

BOOM 
Field boom: 6m (19ft.) or 8m (25ft.) with stainless steel spray lines,  
non-drip nozzle holders, fully galvanised frame and spring loaded  
safety break back/forward. 
 

NOZZLES Fan jet nozzles with strainer in bayonet fit non-drip nozzle  
holders at 50cm spacings. 
 

CONTROLS 3 outlet manual control valve with pressure regulator.  
Mounted forward for easy access. 
 

TANK 
Low profile, 400/600/800 litre polytuff impact resistant polyethylene construction, external  
sightline with floating ball and non-spill offset screw-down lid with single breather.  
15 litre fresh water tank with closed lid and easy to handle on/off tap. 4 litre toolbox. 
 

FRAME Fully galvanised steel, cat I & II linkage. 
 

AGITATION Bypass agitation.

FILTRATION 
Lid strainer, suction line strainer with stop valve fitted at side of tank to  
enable ease of filter maintenance, and nozzle cup strainers.

Fitted with rear-mounted hose reel, including 20m of 12mm I.D quality pressure hose and  
Silvan Triam 44 spray gun with convenient trigger action and spray pattern adjustment. 
 

PTO DRIVESHAFT Quality Bondioli & Pavesi driveshaft with quick  
release pins and safety covers. 

All Challenge Implements earthmoving buckets have been designed to meet the high strength and safety            
requirements of today's  environment. There is a large variety of buckets available to cover a wide range of        
applications and to enable a more compatible loader/tractor combination, ensuring you get the most from your 
loader. 

All buckets are constructed from high tensile steel (570mpa) which is laser cut for accuracy and press formed to ensure superior strength.    
Along with many other parts, the buckets are assembled in robotic welding machines to ensure that a 
consistent high quality weld criteria is maintained. 

When attached to the standard level-lift Challenge front end loader, the bucket profile has been       
designed to ensure there is no rollback, a condition whereby material spills or falls over the rear of the 
bucket as it is filled. All Challenge Implements earthmoving buckets enable maximum fill with minimum 
effort, ensuring an efficient loading cycle. 

•      The lower back portion of the bucket has a double plate arrangement that forms an enclosed 
'box' section running the full width of the bucket, giving the bucket exceptional torsional 
strength. 

•      Buckets have a high quality roll formed cutting edge for excellent durability as well as wear plates on the bottom face of the bucket. 

•      Heavy section pipe gives a clean smooth face to the top of the bucket. 

•      The buckets' laser cut ends have been pressed to give strength along the edge and sides of the bucket. 

•      The mounting lugs on the rear of the bucket have plates that distribute the load to the     
strengthened sections of the bucket, directly behind the 'box' section and to the formed edge 
towards the top of the bucket. This eliminates deformation in the back of the bucket during   
loading cycles.  

•      All earthmoving buckets can be fitted with ground-engaging teeth if required. 

The Challenge Bull earthmoving blade is available in two widths and with a variety of configurations.        
All blades are formed from high grade steel and have a pressed mould board and are fitted with a         
replaceable bolt-on reversible cutting edge. Optional depth skids are also available. 

•      The standard Bull Blade has the attaching lugs welded directly to the rear of the blade ready to couple to the front end loader. 

•      When fitted with root rakes, the Bull Blade can be inverted through an adaptor on the rear of the blade. This will position the rake tines 
towards the ground, allowing ripping and removal of small tree and shrub roots from beneath the ground surface. Alternatively, when 
pushing up debris, the tines allow topsoil to be left behind. 

•      The Bull Blade can also be set up with a manual angle adjustment and a manual tilt adjustment. These are set through brackets    
supplied and attached to the back of the blade, allowing the operator to change from a standard configuration to either or both angle 
and tilt options. The Bull Blade can also be set up with a manual angle adjustment and a hydraulic tilt adjustment. The manual angle  
is set using the bracket supplied and attached to the back of the blade. Tilt is controlled through a hydraulic third service which the     
operator can control during use.
