


WHAT A EXCITING TIME FOR FARRER !!! 
 

The Australian Government has finally deposited in the schools account the sum of $280,300 (ex GST) to purchase new high tech 
equipment for the establishment of Rural Studies Centre at the school. This includes a weather station with a full range of sensors 
that operates remotely and then transmits data to the school where it will then be available on the school network for all users in the 
school to access it in real time and also to monitor measurements over an extended period of time. We hope to make this feed  
available on our website once it is set up.  
 

The operation of the Farrer Farm and educational programs have been tightly interwoven through industry specific courses leading 
to national certification. Thus the funding has also permitted the purchase of a 110+hp 4WD Tractor (GPS precision tracking) with 
front end loader, Zero till seeder with coulter opener, hydraulic press wheels and small seed box. This will allow the development  
of a wide range of summer and winter fodder crops as well as the development of enhanced permanent and semi-permanent pastures. 
The assistance of DPI, Wrightson PGG and Pacific seeds in providing agronomic advice should help us reduce grazing pressures and 
enhance sustainability of our farming system. Hay Making and Fodder conservation will be made more current with a Round Baler 
and Mower Conditioner.  
 

The school has also obtained a silage wrapper and a small tractor for training through the sale of some of the older equipment that 
will be displaced through the skill centre funding.  
 

Students will be using all of the equipment purchased as part of their courses, including the introduction of tractor training in Year 
10 Agriculture, and the use of the tractor and seeder by the Primary Industries Year 11 and 12 students (largest cohort in the state). 
In addition the Grain Production class will use the specialty cropping and silage machinery to gain a Certificate III in Agriculture 
(Grain Production). Farrer Memorial Agricultural High School is the only secondary school in NSW that is accredited to offer this 
course to national competency standards. This not only requires specialised equipment, it also requires the teaching staff to undergo 
rigorous training to be able to train to this standard. 
 

Following a very competitive tendering process Goodwin Kenny were accepted due to the range of equipment that they could supply 
from premium manufacturers ( New Holland, McHale and Davimac), and their commitment to ongoing training of farm and  
teaching staff as well as students. The excellent service experience the school has had for their current New Holland hay making and 
grounds equipment was also a big factor in their selection. 
 

The introduction of the latest technologies and equipment will ensure that students gain industry leading training and skills which 
give students the ability to address some of the skill shortages emerging in Agriculture. This machinery, linked with the purchase of 
an additional property using school generated funds, are part of a plan to firmly cement Farrer MAHS as the best provider of  
agricultural education in NSW.  
 

Visitors to Goodwin Kenny's Parts Department in Tamworth will see a small Fiat tractor on     
display that Goodwin Kenny donated to Farrer back in the early 1960's. It is great to see this  
longstanding relationship continue and flourish. 
 

The efforts of Peter Goodwin to facilitate the rapid deployment of the machinery is gratefully  
acknowledged. His efforts to ensure that the equipment the school purchased best matches its  
current and future needs and endeavours to encourage the manufacturers to support the purchase   
was fantastic.
