Some Facts about Breast Cancer in Australia: 
• Breast cancer is the most common cancer among Australian women after             
non-melanoma skin cancer, followed by bowel cancer, melanoma and lung cancer 
• One in 11 Australian women will be diagnosed with the disease before the age of 75 
• In 2000 (last available national figures), a total of 11,700 women and 86 men were diagnosed with breast cancer 
• As with most cancers, the risk of breast cancer increases with age. 25% of the new breast cancer cases diagnosed 
in 1999 were among women aged 20-49; 48% among women aged 50-69; and 27% among women aged 70+ 
• A total of 2,511 women died from breast cancer in Australia in 2000. It is the most common cause of cancer-related 
death in women, followed by lung cancer and bowel cancer.
